 Recognise that environments can change and that this 

can sometimes pose dangers to living things 

 Describe the differences in the life cycles of a mammal, 

an amphibian, an insect and a bird. 

 Describe the life process of reproduction in some plants 

and animals. 

 Describe how living things are classified into broad 

groups according to common observable characteristics 

and based on similarities and differences, including 

microorganisms, plants and animals. 

 Give reasons for classifying plants and animals based on 

specific characteristics.

These topics will all include fluency, problem solving and 

reasoning, and in addition SATs practice tests will form part of 

the revision and preparation work that we do in this term. 

There will be regular multiplication tables tests throughout the 

term.  

Geography/History

 Use maps and atlas to build their knowledge of the 

United Kingdom and the wider world, whilst studying 

and comparing people and places.  

 Use fieldwork to observe, measure and record the 

human and physical features in a site of historical 

interest,  including sketch maps, plans and graphs, and 

digital technologies. 

 A chronological study of the history of castles and 

kings in the UK, including a site in Cornwall dating from 

a period beyond 1066.

 Improve their art techniques, including drawing, 

painting and sculpture using a variety of materials. 
 Understand and apply the principles of a healthy and 

varied diet when preparing starters using a range of 

cooking techniques.
